Dear Students and Parents,

As you may know, on the first day of school studemére asked to provide input to the faculty
and administration about cell phone use at HaZefaculty committee drafted a set of cell
phone rules that has been approved by the Hazahyand administration. Please see the
statement below:

Students may not use cell phones, have them tumned have them in evidence during the
entire student day from 7:50am-2:34pm (2:32 on Véseday and Thursdays).

Cell phones in evidence at any other time will beftscated by the teacher who observes the
phone. The teacher will give the phone to an athtnator who will return the phone to the
student at the end of the day. If a second offewsars, a school administrator will call a
student’s parent to come in to pick up the phone.

National Honor Society students and seniors apprémeprivileges have cell phone privileges
in addition to their other privileges. These hheen negotiated with the administration, and are
specific to NHS members and seniors.

The procedure for emergency/special cases is thateat needs to write a note documenting a
special need (family medical situation) to requkat a student be allowed to use their cell phone
on a specific day. Administrators would grant thatmission in writing and students would

carry a pass. Most emergencies, however, shoutéibéled by the parent’s calling the office
and the office would contact the student.
